BY-LAW NO. 72

A By-Law to Regulate the Assigning, Affixing and Displaying 

of Numbers for Buildings

______________________________________________________________________________

WHEREAS Section 579(1)(h) of the Municipal Act provides that Council may by 

By-Law regulate the assigning of building or structure numbers to be placed 

within a conspicuous place;

AND WHEREAS it is deemed necessary to provide an adequate numbering system for 

buildings within the District of Highlands;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the District of Highlands in open meeting 

assembled enacts as follows:

DEFINITIONS

1.    In this By-Law, unless the context reads otherwise:

    "Building" means a structure that is used or intended to be used for 

supporting or sheltering persons or animals or property.

    "Clerk" means the person duly appointed by Council to act as Clerk and any 

person authorized to act on his behalf.

    "Council" means the Council of the District of Highlands.

    "Highway" means a street, road, lane, common road in a bare land strata 

lot development and any other way open to the use of the public, but does not 

include a private right-of-way on private property.

    "Number" means that number specifically assigned to a particular building 

by the Clerk.

    "Parcel" means the smallest unit as shown on the records of the Land Title 

Office in which land is held, or into which land is subdivided, and includes a 

strata lot created under the Bare Land Strata Regulations pursuant to the 

Condominium Act.

    "Person" means any corporation, partnership or party and the heirs, 

executors, administrators, or other legal representatives of such person to 

whom the context could apply according to law.

    "Principal Building" means a building which contains the chief or main use 

on a lot.

APPLICATION

2.    This By-Law applies to all land and buildings within the District of 

Highlands.

3.    Upon issuance of a road access permit or a building permit, the Clerk 

may assign the building or structure number or series of numbers requisite for 

the building or buildings and shall notify the owner or occupant of the 

parcel, in writing, of the street name and number.

4.    Every person owning or occupying a building in the District of 

Highlands, with the exception of accessory buildings located upon the same 

parcel as the principal building, shall, within 30 days of receipt of 

notification from the Clerk, affix and keep affixed the number assigned to 

that building in a secure position within thirty feet of where the driveway 

access to the parcel intersects the highway from which it gains access and in 

a position clearly visible, from the highway, and the number shall be not less 

than four inches in height placed on a contrasting background.

5.    No owner of a building or parcel which has been assigned a number shall 

display or fail to cause to be displayed any other number than the number 

assigned.

6.    The Clerk is hereby authorized to number, re-number or alter the 

numbering as in his discretion he may deem appropriate.

PENALTY

7.    Every person who violates any provision of this By-Law or fails to 

comply with any permit issued under this By-Law commits an offence punishable 

on summary conviction and shall be liable to a fine not exceeding $10,000.00.
