y HHGHLANDS HISTORBID YOU KNOWften in newly settled areas,

roads are named for the homesteads they lead to. The north end of Millstream
Road was naturally referred to as Pike Road, as Caleb and family were the first
settlers up that way. In the 1890s, Millstream Lake Road was referred to as Mesher
Road, as it led to and through the Mesher property around Mitchell and Second
Lakes. Then in the early 1900s, Munn Road from Millstream Lake Road to Prospect
Lake Road led to the home of John Munn and his property, located on the south
east section of the road that bears his name. A large, redheaded Scotsman, John
Munn farmed the slopes of the eastern Highlands. He also ran a lumber mill on his
property and grew much of the hay that the local farmers used to feed their
animals.
