Highlands Emergency Local Preparedness
Fall Update

Last Spring Council approached the HDCA with a request to rejuvenate the HELP Groups that were
established around 2006. That initiative was partially in response to severe winter storms over the previous
decade, but also in recognition that as a small rural community we will likely be isolated longer than most
communities in the event of catastrophic weather, fire or earthquake.

We are pleased to report that we have 10 out of the 11 previously established small neighbourhood groups up
and running again. We plan to double the number in 2018. If you are in a 10 - 25 house neighbourhood in the
Highlands and would like to establish a HELP group for your area, please leave your name and contact info
with the Municipal Office or Scott (2560)478-2526.
